Program description

The BA program in history introduces students to a broad span of history that covers the ancient world
through the modern period and extends from Europe to Latin America and the United States.

In addition to learning about the origins and devel opment of various peoples, ideas and institutions of the
past, students engage in the practice of history by learning to conduct research, analyze historical
evidence and formulate arguments using historiographical perspectives and methodological approaches.

Students from Western states who select this major and campus may be eligible for
reduced nonresident tuition at a rate of 150% of Arizona resident tuition plus all applicable fees. Students
should click the link for more information and eligibility requirements of the WUE program.
