Program description

Psychology is the scientific study of human behavior. This diverse field includes mental health and
counseling as well as child development, neuroscience and brain function, memory and decision-making,
behavior analysis, statistics and more. It also crosses over into other disciplines, such as medicine, law,
business and economics.

All New College psychology programs have a quantitative research focus, equipping students with skills
in critical thinking, statistical analysis and academic writing. Students have the opportunity to go beyond
the classroom, adding practical experiences through internships, service-learning and faculty-supervised
research. The BS degree differs from the BA degreein that it requires additional lab science coursework
and advanced statistical training, both of which are increasingly important for destinationsin research or
clinical practice. The Bachelor of Arts degree allows for exposure to awider breadth of psychological and
related topics through additional elective coursework. Both pathways provide a strong foundation for
future graduate studies.
