Concurrent program options

Students pursuing concurrent degrees (also known as a "double major") earn two distinct degrees and

receive two diplomas.

All students are required to meet general university admission requirements.

Additional requirements:

Students meeting the university requirements for admission may matriculate in the Herberger Institute for

Design and the Arts. Separate admission procedures and approvals are required for some programs within

the college. Students must contact specific departments or schools for details.

First-year students applying to the Herberger Institute School of Art enter ASU as art exploratory majors

in the School of Art. There is no portfolio review process for first-year-students at the time of admission

to ASU.

Typically, students in their second year who are interested in studio art and art education submit a

portfolio for review once they have completed their core requirements and are completing the last of the

12 hours of 200-level art requirements; students who are interested in art history or museum studies

submit a declaration form in the semester in which they complete 30 hours.

Every candidate for the bachelor's degree must earn a minimum of 30 hours in resident credit at ASU.

Transfer students enrolled in the college must complete a minimum of 15 hours of resident credit in the

major as approved by the faculty.
