Graduates are equipped not only to understand the intricacies of modern-day challenges but also to
anticipate and navigate future trends.

The program's small classes, one-on-one opportunities to work with faculty, and extensive community
partnerships create a distinct experience in which students can learn how to grow and strengthen
community leadership, capabilities and collaboration for innovation --- all while using tools such as
narrative, storytelling, visual art, participatory design and community-centered inquiry.

Concurrent program options

Students pursuing concurrent degrees (also known as a “double major”) earn two distinct degrees and
receive two diplomas. Working with their academic advisors, students can create their own concurrent
degree combination. Some combinations are not possible due to high levels of overlap in curriculum.

Accelerated program options

This program allows students to obtain both a bachelor's and master's degree in as little as five years.
It is offered as an accelerated bachelor's plus master's degree with:

Global Technology and Development, MS

Public Interest Technology, MS

Science and Technology Policy, MSTP

Acceptance to the graduate program requires a separate application. Students typically receive
approval to pursue the accelerated master’s during the junior year of their bachelor's degree program.
