The BA program in communication focuses on how message processes create, maintain and transform
identities, relationships, workplaces and communities through a humanistic approach to the art of
communication.

Students explore many fascinating concepts, such as how messages can optimally advocate for a cause,
sports team or organization; how people can communicate creatively in various settings and styles; how
valid messages differ from invalid messages; how and why cultural differences make communication
difficult; and why some topics are difficult to discuss and consistently lead to conflict.

Through rigorous coursework and rewarding applied experiences, students gain effective communication
skills that prepare them for employment in communication-intensive fields or for graduate study.
