This program provides extensive
preparation for meeting the needs of all student populations, including attention to levels of academic
performance and cultural and linguistic diversity.

Students finish the program with Arizona Department of Education certification for middie and high
school English language arts. Both afingerprint clearance and a background check are required in the
second year of the program.
